Assessment & Moderation Training 

It is essential for educators to have sound 
knowledge and skills in the areas of assessment 
and moderation, given that these tasks are the 
foundation of our National Qualifications system. 
Instant offers an NZQA accredited course for 
assessment and moderation.  The course is 
designed for teachers and is delivered online, as 
self-paced learning, through UnitsOnline. 
The course has two streams ς Secondary School 
and PTE ς to keep the content specific to your 
needs.  The Secondary School stream includes 
material on Achievement Standards as well as 
accommodating workplace assessment relevant 
to Gateway programmes. 
 
To enable teachers to target the learning to suit 
their needs, and to keep the price to a minimum, 
the course has been broken into three sections, 
each of which can be enrolled in separately. 

Assessment Section 
This section gives an overview of the National Qualifications 
Framework as well as the theory and practice of 
assessment.   The section covers three Unit Standards in 
the Assessment of Learning domain - a total of 11 credits at 
level 4. These are: 'Preparing Candidates for Assessment' 
(US 11281), 'Verify Evidence for the Assessment of 
Candidates' (US 18203), and 'Assessing Candidates' (US 
4098).   
Minimum entry requirements: People enrolling for this 
section must have access to actual candidates with whom 
they can facilitate an actual assessment process. 
 

Moderation Section 
This section explores the principles and practice of 
moderation.  It covers 'Moderate Assessment', (US 11551), 
valued at 6 credits at level 5 on the NQF.  Additional 
assessment materials for practitioners who wish to sit 
'Manage the Assessment Process for an Organisation' 
(US11280) (9 credits at level 6) are also available but are 
not included in this course.  Contact Instant for more 
information about this 'advanced level' option.  
Minimum entry requirements: People enrolling for this 
section must have previously been credited with US 4098 
or be able to show equivalent prior learning.  They must be

Assessment Design Section

assessment design.  It covers 'Design Assessment' (US 
11552), which is valued at 6 credits at level 5 on the NQF.    
Minimum entry requirements: People enrolling for this 
section must have previously been credited with US 4098 or 
be able to show equivalent prior learning.

The assessment for the course is undertaken offline and 
occurs in the context of an actual assessment and 
moderation process.    Some observation and verification of 
your activities in your local area is required.  Candidates 
need access to a suitable verifier. This will be confirmed with 
course participants on a case by case basis.
